
Monday 12th January 2026 

Big School’s Bird Watch 2026 

The Big Schools’ Birdwatch is a fun, 

nationwide event run by the RSPB that helps 

scientists learn more about the birds that 

share our school grounds. Each year, schools 

across the UK spend time observing and 

recording the birds they see, contributing 

valuable data that helps protect wildlife and 

habitats. 

Taking part is easy and suitable for all ages. 

Your class can choose a spot in the school 

grounds, such as a playground, field, or 

garden, and spend one hour watching birds. 

You will need to identify and count the 

different species you see, from robins and 

pigeons to sparrows and blackbirds. The 

results are then submitted online to the RSPB. 

It’s a great way to build observation skills, 

learn about nature, and make a real 

difference to conservation—all while 

enjoying time outside. 

If you would like your class to get involved or 

you would like to do this individually then 

please speak to your class tutor who can 

help to arrange for this to happen. Or come 

and speak to Ellie who has the resources you 

will need to get started.
